We are “QuArtz”, an Art Quilting sub-group of the guild. This year we will have Toolbox Tuesdays where we will 

explore various techniques which we can add to our toolbox. Some of these techniques may be: creating tree rings, 

stuffed fobs, scissor holders, ice dyeing , fabric feathers, and stencil making. Our main challenge will be announced at 

our October meeting. 

We meet the second Tuesday of the month at 9:30 at an offsite location. Our second meeting of the year will be on 

Oct. 8th.

Is everyone ready for a new quilting season?  Talk Around the Block will start the 23rd  of September and continue 

every last Monday of each month for 8 months. There are 8 planned sessions, because we do not meet in December or 

June.  With smaller numbers there is more room to spread out and there is more one on one time to visit. The down 

side of our smaller number is that we have to have a higher cost per attendee to cover the cost of the rent. Depending 

on the number of people who sign up we expect the cost for the year to be $40 per member.  Our first subgroup meet-

ing was September 23rd.

Just a quick note to all members regarding our square and fees. 

 Please remember, we are not going to pay the square fee for the use of a credit card.  That cost will be passed 

to the  purchaser rather than the whole guild.  That charge is only 5% of the purchase. For example if you 

used your credit card for a $5 workshop, you will be charged $5.25.  If credit card is used to pay for retreat 

the charge will be $315. Otherwise charge will be $300. There are no extra charges if you pay by cheque, 

cash or Interac, or an e-transfer.  You will see this charge on the machine when you are giving authorization 

for the purchase.  This will also assist you in case you gave the wrong card at time of purchase. 

 

So there is going to be a 5% charge added to your purchase only when using your credit card.  There will be 

NO additional charges for any cash, cheque, Interac or e-transfer to the guild.

February - Mix Yellow & Blue = Green 

March - Mix Red & Blue = Purple 

April - Neutral Colour
